The addict gospel group "Recovery" is made up of addicts - drugs, gambling,
alcohol, shopping, and video games. The members have been supporting each
other and is able to make it to the concert without slipping (getting back
into addictive substances). However, Yamato does not show up even after the
starting time. Did he run away? Or did he slip? Are they able to hold the

concert?

An addict will never recover - this 1is what majority of Japanese would
think. Due to the images created by the government and the media, most people
do not know the fact that there are many people who have successfully overcome
their addictions. It is not easy to "keep on quitting" indeed, but people
should know that recovery is possible.

As part of promoting a recovery-culture here in Japan, the film features
addicts as cast. For example, Noboru Takachi, Ryo Hashizume, Kenichi
Tsukamoto and Akihiro Sugita are actors and singers recovering drug addicts,
Hiroki Shimoda had gambling addiction. Many other casts are also addicts or
have family members who once had suffered from addiction.

With those casting, the last scene was shot without a scenario. Each cast
was required to perform improvisation. It is a challenging method but was
able with the realistic casting who really experienced the hardship of

addiction.
